Sight Adjustment

1. Rotate elevation adjustment wheel to raise or lower the front sight post.
2.Rotate windage adjustment wheel on the side of the rear sight to adjust windage.

Variable Hop Up System

1. Put the Charging Handle backward and fix it at the end position.

2. Locate the Hop-Up Adjustment Knob at the right side
of the receiver.

3. Rotate the Hop-Up Adjustment knob to a desired position.

4. Shoot a few pellets, exam the trajectoy and make further
adjustment if necessary.

5. The best position is where the bullets fly horizontally, and the
longest flying distance is obtained.
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Maintenance

1. Maintenance when Bullet Speed Becomes low
® Apply Oil as shown below, using the cleaning rod and oiled cotton cloth. Insert cleaning rod into the barrel.
® To complete the cleaning, use the cleaning rod (with cotton) as shown below. To remove excess oil.

® Always carry out maintenance AFTER returning the hop up lever to the Normal position.

® Remove the magazine and return the hop up adjustment to the Normal position.

® Insert the cleaning rod from the load edge of the barrel,be capeful so that the the
angled part of the cleaning rod faces down,and remove clogged bullets.

3. Normal Maintenance

® Keep the rifle in clean condition.

® Never used dirty, damaged or distorted bullets.

® Regularly clean the barrel with soft cleancloth.
